
PUD BOARD MEETING MINUTES

DECEMBER 16, 2008

PRESENT: Tom Ashmore, Mike Elmore, Gene Tobie, Howard Harris, Rod Peterson Roger Prowell, Patsy Busick, Tom Peachey and Lea Stephens.  Ben Beseda excused absence.

GUESTS:  Charley and Delma Roush, Brad and Sherlene Bowen, Pat Carty.

Meeting called to order at 6:30 pm by President Tom Ashmore.

Motion by Gene Tobie; second by Mike Elmore to approve the November 4, 2008 minutes and consent agenda.  Motion approved 3 ayes, 0 nays.  Howard Harris and Rod Peterson abstained.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None.

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS REPORT:  Patsy Busick presented financial reports.  Financials were approved as presented.  

ENGINEER OF RECORD REPORT:  Due to Ben Beseda’s absence, there was no Engineer of Record report.  

MANAGER’S REPORT:  District Manager, Roger Prowell reported the field staff checked the maximum production of Well # 4.  With only one booster pump running, it produces 660 gpm.  With both booster pumps running it can produce 900 gpm with 1,100 gallon running out of contact chamber.  It was a good emergency training for crew and provides options for short term system balance.

December 2, 2008 Roger Prowell and Ben Beseda made a trip to Salem to check on the District’s water rights.  It was a very informative and worthy trip. The District has a fairly open ended process to proceed with options for Well #6.

District Manager, Roger Prowell, distributed a hand-out prepared by Ben Beseda regarding option for Well # 6.  Option # 1 Install a submersible well with a capacity of approximately 600 GPM at the cost of $65,550 and Option # 2 Deepen the well with the expectation of finding a more productive aquifer and installing a line shaft turbine well at the cost of $198,950, with of course, Option # 1 better budget wise.  

Roger informed Board that a gathering is planned at the office on December 23, 2008 with Ray Johnson City of The Dalles Public Works Director, two of his field staff and an office person, Ben Beseda and District employees.  Board members invited and would appreciate an RSVP by Friday December 19th.  

Issues with Well # 4; failure to ignite issues which puts stress on pump for past 4 – 5 months.  Electrical control panel old and needs replaced.  Mike Elmore inquired about the cost and timing.  Roger estimated high $20,000 with early March would be the best time to do so.

OLD BUSINESS:  District Manager Roger Prowell, gave a presentation on the recommended rate structure and budget discussion.  Upon completion, Mike Elmore thanked Roger for his thorough presentation.  He also indicated at this point he is ready to move forward with the new rate structure.

Howard Harris indicated he would like to see Well # 6 put in operation at its current capacity, then deepen the well when the District is financially sound to do so.  Mike Elmore agreed rather than take the gamble of deepening the well.  Roger felt it would take approximately 2 ½ months to get Well # 6 on line once the Board gave final approval. 

Motion by Mike Elmore; second by Howard Harris the reading by title only of Resolution No. 2008-02 “A Resolution of the Board of Directors Establishing a Rate Structure and Fees”.  Motion approved 5 ayes; 0 nays.

District Manager, Roger Prowell, presented the Fiscal Year “08 – “09 Budget for approval.  Motion by Mike Elmore; second by Howard Harris to approve the Fiscal Year ’08 – ’09 Budget.  Motion approved 5 ayes; 0 nays.

NEW BUSINESS:  Discussion held on Insurance Service Offices (ISO) report  which is the fire rates to communities based on suppression.  The two major issues with our District was not having 3,500 gpm at the high school and should be flushing hydrants twice a year. The ability to deliver the required flows to the school is a result of history of distribution system construction history.  In the overall picture Chenowith Water District scored very well in this process.

The final abstract of the November 4, 2008 elections was read by Attorney of Record, Tom Peachey, declaring the results as follows:


· Director, Subdivision 1:  Howard Harris

· Director, Subdivision 3:  Tom Ashmore

· Director, Subdivision 5:  Gene Tobie

Motion by Mike Elmore; second by Rod Peterson to certify the election results as read.  Motion approved 5 ayes; 0 nays. 

Charley Roush, representing Pomona Meadows Homeowners Association, thanks District Manager, Roger Prowell, and the Board of Directors for their time and patience in addressing the rates and fees for the Association over the past year.

TRAINING SEMINARS & CLASSES:  Roger Prowell informed the Board Nathan Pope passed the Cross Connection Specialist exam and will be attending the Backflow Assembly Testing training class in Portland on November 17 – 21st.

BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS:  The Board, as a whole, thanked District Manager, Roger Prowell, for his thorough presentation and presenting a budget that is feasible.

Meeting adjourned to executive session at 7:50 pm.

Executive session adjourned to regular meeting at 7:57 pm.

Motion by Howard Harris; second by Rod Peterson to grant District employees the day after Christmas off as paid holiday for calendar year 2008.  Motion approved 5 ayes; 0 nays.
