
PUD BOARD MEETING MINUTES

MAY 13, 2008

PRESENT: Tom Ashmore, Mike Elmore, Rod Peterson, Gene Tobie, Sherlene Bowen, Patsy Busick, Tom Peachey.  Howard Harris and Ben Beseda excused absence.
GUESTS:  Robert Awmiller.

Meeting called to order at 6:30 pm by President Tom Ashmore. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  None.

Motion by Mike Elmore; second by Gene Tobie to approve the April 8, 2008 and April 29, 2008 Special Meeting Minutes and Consent Agenda.  Motion approved 3 ayes, 0 nays.  

Patsy Busick asked for discussion on the Board meeting notices published in The Dalles Chronicle.  Without paying for a public meeting notice, there is no guarantee that the meeting notices will be published in a timely manner.  All effort is taken by office staff to ensure meeting notices are provided to The Dalles Chronicle in a timely manner.  

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS REPORT:  Patsy Busick asked for discussion on District policies of paying bills.  Utilities bills (i.e. electric, phone, etc.) need to be paid by the due date rather than waiting to be approved by the Board of Directors at monthly meetings.  Mike Elmore directed staff to create policy on bill paying.  

Patsy Busick presented financial reports; accepted as submitted.  

ENGINEER OF RECORD REPORT: District Manager, Sherlene Bowen, presented Engineer of Record report due to the absence of Ben Beseda.  Mainline extension on W. 2nd St for Richman/Ratts Property at 2910 is complete with new fire hydrant installed.  Service lines still being installed to several new parcels.  Would like to put the continuation of this mainline to Snipes St on the projects list. Would consist of another 450 ft to tie into the line at Snipes.  This would give a loop and allow shut down or maintenance on the line along I-84.  

Stan Decker partition recorded. No new water lines involved as they were all installed with his prior partition.

Metro Car Wash water line extension complete.  Waiting for as builts and easement document to make final acceptance of the new line. 

Aaron’s Home Furnishings plans reviewed and approved for construction and on site work under way. 

Well # 6 bid opening delayed from May 8th to the 15th to allow contractors more time to develop drill water disposal plan.  Current plan is that the contractor will store and treat the water on-site and then discharge into the storm sewer system.  Assuming an acceptable bid is received as award would be made at the May 20th special board meeting.  

The Murray’s Addition 2008 Upgrade project is ready to go to bid.  This project involves about 450 ft of new mainline, abandonment of about 650 ft of old steel lines, three new fire hydrants and 14 service upgrades.  The construction cost estimated at $65,000.  This line is one that has been worked on several times recently.  With Board approval project will advertise for quotes immediately.  

Motion by Mike Elmore, second by Gene Tobie to approve Murray’s Addition project.  Motion approved 3 ayes, 0 nays.  

MANAGER’S REPORT:  Sherlene Bowen, District Manager’s report included April samples okay.  Waiver received from Sate regarding disinfection by-product testing.  Pomona St Well # 3 running good.  Only well being used at this time.  Well # 4 and contact chamber vault production meters were sent away for calibration, returned and reinstalled.  Booster pump “A” has been removed and in shop for rebuild/maintenance.  Discussed details of state required water management and conservation plan with Tim Tice.  Asked Ben Beseda his cost for doing plan, approximately $8,000.  Met with attorney and accountant regarding personnel issue and aptitude testing.  All has been completed.  Working on draft of job description for administrative bookkeeper/secretary.  Reviewed Larry Haug’s request for additional funding.  Due to signing of contract and time delay caused by district, it is manager’s opinion that PUD should approve request.  Well # 6 bid opening has been delayed.  Question arose regarding water disposal during drilling, awaited answers from Ed Butts, issued addendum regarding need for treatment prior to disposal, and allowing additional week before quote opening. Water loss numbers look much better this month.  With repairs of two significant leaks, losses are down.  Still awaiting word if can be determined how far off production meter was off.  Reviewed health insurance renewal.  Current policy is seeing 11% increase.  Unable to obtain information regarding release of easements.  Spoke with Mr. Peachey regarding this matter.  Working with Tom Peachey and Ben Beseda to develop professional fees reimbursement form, amounts have been added.  Will be asking for approval as submitted.  Talked with Ray Bartlett, he has been sick and therefore will not be in attendance.  Leak repaired on W. 14th & Kingsley and 2200 block of W. 14th, 800 block of Garden Ct.  New services installed at Metro Car Wash, 2910 and 2910A W. 2nd St, 800 block of Richland Ct.  Replacing meters that were found not working during meter reads.  Completed leak survey of service lines in higher pressure zone.  
OLD BUSINESS:  Meeting with Ray Bartlett with EFA rescheduled for May 20, 2008 at 4:30 pm.  

Discussion on release of blanket easements.  Attorney of Record, Tom Peachey will draft policy for easement releases.  Mike Elmore mentioned property owner should be charged for attorney fees, engineering fees and staffing costs.  He also questioned impact of the easement release to the property owner if possibly for securing financing.  It was suggested that District Manager call Mr. Scott McKeown regarding the possibility that he might research legal easement release documents.  

NEW BUSINESS:  Motion by Mike Elmore; second by Rodney Peterson to approve Land Use Development Filing Fee and Reimbursement for Administrative Costs Agreement.  Motion approved 3 ayes, 0 nays. 

Discussion held to extend the costs to Stantec for the SCADA system due to the extension of time from the initial signing of the contract to the completion.  Motion by Mike Elmore; second by Rodney Peterson to approve the additional costs of the SCADA system to Stantec.  Motion approved 3 ayes, 0 nays. 

Discussion held on health insurance renewal.  Motion by Mike Elmore; second by Gene Tobie to renew health insurance for June 1, 2008 through May 31, 2009.  Motion approved 3 ayes, 0 nays.  

Discussion held on ’08- ’09 budget process.  District Manager will work on putting some numbers together and further discussion will be held at the May 20th special Board meeting.
